The Divide 
The assault on the U.S. capitol on January 6 was shocking in 

itself, but also shocking because it brought home the divide 

between what the right and left believe. 

Even though the vote count was certified by officials of both 

parties, after more than one recount, many think the election 

was stolen. In their defense, the big split in the electorate is 

between urban and rural voters, and many rural voters never 

met a Biden supporter, just as I haven’t met a Trump supporter.  

The problem is that we normally accept the views of those 

around us. Doubting them feels arrogant and disloyal and when 

challenged we owe it to our peers to defend them. It would be 

good to put these reactions behind us and examine why we 

believe what we believe if we’re challenged, but that’s not our 

nature. It’s possible, but difficult. 
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
