Partial text of the proclamation is as follows:

Arise then women of this day!

Arise all women who have hearts!

Whether your baptism be of water or of tears. Say it firmly:

We will not have the great questions decided by irrelevant agencies.

From the bosom of the devastated Earth a voice goes up with our own...

That the great human family can live in peace...
With amicable settlement of international questions,
And the great and general interests of Peace.

We can celebrate women'’s political engagement as well as love and
appreciate mothers.

Stay Woke!

Woke is an adjective derived from
African-American English used
since the 1930s or earlier to refer

to awareness of racial prejudice and
discrimination, often in the
construction stay woke. The term
acquired political connotations by
the 1970s and gained further
popularity in the 2010s. Over

time, woke came to be used to refer
to a broader awareness of social
inequalities and denial of LBGTQ
rights.

By 2019, the tern was being used
by the political right to disparage
leftist ideals and equate it with
cancel-culture overreaction to
ethnic or racial slights. This
distortion of woke is a more wide-
spread use of the term in the media,
causing people to see it as a threat
to free speech.

Criticizing woke feels like telling
people not to think of injustices, just
go back to sleep.
